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Inroduction: Since May 2015, Serbia and other Western Balkan countries have been facing a migrant crisis. Factors that
affect the migrants’ health are divided into the ones that existed before the migration process, during and after the
journey. Health workers’ prejudice toward migrants could have an impact on the interaction with these patients, which
could further affect the following diagnosis and treatment.

Aim: To determine knowledge and attitudes of medical students towards migrants’ health and medical care.

Material and Methods: A cross-sectional study was conducted in December 2016, among the fourth year medical students
in Belgrade. Data were collected anonymously using questionnaire survey. In data analysis Man-Whitney test was used.
Results: Refugees and displaced persons represent 8.7% of the medical students population. More than 80% of students
reported that migrants are at higher risk for malnutrition, hypothermia, injuries, diseases of newborns and infants and
pregnancy complications. Most participants (81.7%) believe that migrants have an increased risk of outbreaks of infectious
diseases: about 80% identified scabies and influenza, and more than 70% identified Ebola and viral rashes. Most students
agree that migrants should have the full access to health care (82.3%), and that they would provide equally good health
quality services for migrants as for any other users (82.6%). Less than a third of students (29.3%) reported they could live in
the same neighborhood with migrants.

Conclusion: Medical students believe that the migrants’ health is worse than health of others, that migrants represent
health risks for the population and pay more attention to communicable rather than non-communicable disease. Majority
of students don't feel safe in the presence of migrants, but believe that they should be provided full medical care.
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
